Site tracking 

We use Google Analytics tracking software to monitor customer traffic patterns and site usage to help us develop 

the design and layout of the websites. This information is aggregated and the software does not allow the 

collection of individual site visitor information. It is used to assess user behaviour and characteristics in order to 

measure interest in and use of the various areas of the site. The type of information gathered typically includes: 

 The number of visitors to our website 

 The number of pages viewed 

 Which parts of the site are most popular 

 The demographics and interests of our visitors 

Cookies 

This site uses cookies to enable us to improve our service to you and to provide certain features that you may 

find useful. 

Cookies are small text files that are transferred to your computer's hard drive through your web browser to enable 

us to recognise your browser and help us to track visitors to our site; thus enabling us to understand better the 

products and services that will be most suitable to you.

The "help" portion of the toolbar on most browsers will tell you how to prevent your browser 

from accepting new cookies, how to have the browser notify you when you receive a new cookie, or how to 

disable cookies altogether. The cookies we use do not detect any information stored on your computers.
